WHEREAS, on June 26, 2009, Governor Phil Bredesen signed into law new legislation
making counties responsible for the cost of outpatient and inpatient mental health evaluations
and treatment for defendants charged only with misdemeanors and court ordered to undergo
sald evaluations (see T.C.A. 33-7-304, Public Chapter 531 Section 45); and

WHEREAS, before the adoption of T.C.A. 33-7-304, Public Chapter §31 Section 45 the
State of Tennessee paid all costs and expenses for outpatient and inpatient mental health

evaluations and treatment ordered by the court for defendants charged with both misdemeanors
and felonies; and

WHEREAS, this unfunded mandate transferred the cost of outpatient and inpatient
mental health evaluations and treatments for criminal defendants charged only with
misdemeanors form the State of Tennesses to the individual counties has resulted in serious

financial ramifications for Carter County, Tennesses already with the potential for untold cost in
the future; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the county legislative body of Carter
County, Tennessee, meeting in regular session at Elizabethton, Tennessee, on this 19 day of
March, 2012, that:

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the county legislative body request that our State
Senator and State Representative representing Carter County in the General Assembly sponsor

WHEREAS, Carter County and the City of Elizabethton, Tennessee were determined to
be the responsible parties in the closing of the Carter County/City of Elizabethton Sanitary
Landfill, which closing was in the year 2000; and,

(TDEC) allowed Carter County and the City of Elizabethton to enter into a Contract in Lieu of a

“A RESOLUTION TO SUPPORT THE ORDIANCES ENACTED IN KINGSPORT,
TENNESSEE OPPOSING THE SALE OF SYNTHETIC DRUGS”

WHEREAS, synthetic drugs commonly referred to as synthetic marijuana, “bath salts",
and designer stimulants pose a safety and public health threat to all citizens in Carter County.
Sald threat has been witnessed by the Carter County Emergency Medical Service (E.M.8.), the

Sycamore Shoals Hospital Emergency Room, the Elizabethton Police Department and the
Carter County Sheriff's Depariment; and

WHEREAS, synthetic drugs, also known as ‘plant food", “fake bath salts", "fake
fertilizer", and "fake insect repellent” produce a similar effect to the body such as that of

marijuana and methamphetamines; additionally they may be purchased by anyone regardless
of their age; and

WHEREAS, the State of Tennessee has enacted T.C.A, section 39-17-438 (pertaining to
*synthetic marijuana®) and T.C.A. section 39-17452 (pertaining to "bath salts”), with the
intended purpose that there be successful regulation and control aver the sale of items that
make up these products. These statutes list the chemical elements and compounds that are
combined to produce the synthetic drugs. Unfortunately those producing and selling these

products continue to alter the formulas with other compounds which produce the same or similar
effects; and

WHEREAS, currently in the State of Tennessee some of these products are being sold

legally, while some are covered under current legislation making them illegal; however,
punishable only by a misdemeanor charge; and

WHEREAS, the County Commission of Carter County, Tennessee urges the
municipalites within its borders to enact ordinances such as what the City of Kingsport,
Tennessee enacted making it unlawful to use, possess, produce, manufacture, distribute,
transpant, sale, offer for sale, trade, barter, exchange and/or purchase “synthetic marijuana” and
“bath salts" that have a chemical formulation not covered by the statues but that provide the
same effect as natural marijuana and methamphetamines, with similar health issues; and

WHEREAS, the County Commission of Carter County, Tennessee urges the State of
Tennessee's General Assembly to create, support, pass, and enforce additional legislation
making it unlawful to use, possess, produce, manufacture, distribute, transport, sale, offer for
sale, trade, barter, exchange and/or purchase “synthetic marijuana”, “bath salts", and designer
stimulants that have a chemical formulation not covered by the current statues but that provide
the same effect as natural marijuana and methamphetamines, with similar health Issues; and
